To protect your handles we suggest cleaning The living finishes will naturally patina over time with general use. As with all living and aging

the surface of your hardware periodically finishes, it is recommended to clean the surface periodically with a damp soapy cloth to remove
with a warm soapy lightly dampened cloth to any build up of dust and grime that may cause corrosion and affect the integrity of the finish.
